The organization derives revenue from donations the completeness of which is not susceptible of
satisfactory audit verification. Accordingly, our verification of these revenues was limited to the
amounts recorded in the records of the organization and we were not able to determine whether any
adjustments might be necessary to revenue, excess of revenue over expense for the year, current assets
and operating surplus.

In our opinion, except for the effect of adjustments, if any, which we might have determined to be
necessary had we been able to verify donations satisfactorily as explained in the preceding paragraph,
these financial statements present fairly, in all material respects, the financial position of Sarnia-
Lambton “Rebound” — A Program for Youth as at March 31, 2010 and the results of its operations,
changes in net assets and cash flows for the year then ended in accordance with Canadian generally
accepted accounting principles.
